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State and Local Budget Woes
e 2009-10 State Budget Cuts: $2.8 million

e 2010-11 CONFIRMED State Budget Cuts:
$4.32 million

e 2010-11 POSSIBLE MID-YEAR State
Budget Cuts: up to $31 million in fair
share cuts, If the Federal cuts and state
budget shortfalls trigger the automatic
cuts in the budget passed last summer.
